1 INTRODUCTION

OGPI's plan to optimize existing operations will increase the plant throughput to 4.3 Mtpa. This is due to the
combined effects of (1) the commencement of the underground mining operations to produce a higher average
grade ore to be blended with the surface stockpile ore for a higher mine throughput, and (2) the increased
capability of the current process plant to handle increased mine production capacity resulting from the series of
de-bottlenecking activities conducted by OGPI. This shall further strengthen financial feasibility of the operation
against volatile international metal prices. Increase in Social Development and Management Program (SDMP)
allocation is also foreseen with the increase in revenues arising from the expansion of operations.

As part of the public participation in the review of the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) Report, a Public
Hearing was required for all Environmentally Critical Projects (ECPs) for which Public Scoping was undertaken
and for PEIS-based applications. This Public Hearing Documentation Report summarizes the notification
methods and comments received at the public hearing.

3.3 PUBLIC HEARING COMMENTS

The Open Forum, facilitated by Atty. Jed Ang — Public Hearing Officer, was a venue for participants to ask, suggest
and/or comment their issues and concerns about the project. Topics eliciting the largest number of verbal
comments at the public hearing were benefits from the project, in-migration, employment, water quality status,
dust, destruction of biodiversity, among others.

Commented on OceanaGold’s compliance to
commitments under the Memorandum of Agreement
between them and the community, especially on
employment and infrastructure. The Barangay Captain
cited the provided service vehicle is not brand new and
roads are not yet constructed within 5 years as stated in
the MOA. Hence, the barangay drafted a petition of
suspension against the company.

Suggested that benefits should be extended up to the
retirement of the company employees. He further
commented on why the company implements a policy
regarding the early retirement of 50 years old and above
workers.

The commitments under SDMP are not yet fully
complied, some are ongoing such as the gymnasium and
water system while the oval, slaughter, market,
electricity, and some roads are not yet underway. He
requested that the MOA be amended to settle these
issues.

e The ComRel Officer responded that all the
commitments between the community and
OceanaGold are almost completed. Some
construction of roads are not realized due to non-
agreement of some land owners. He also explained
that the service vehicle donated by the company is
in fact brand new and imported from Japan. The
poor performance of the vehicle is attributed to
poor maintenance of the barangay.

e On the matters regarding the early retirement for
employees 50 years old and above, it was first
consulted with DOLE. The each employee was also
consulted by the Human Values (Department of
OGPI) before retirement and an agreement will be
made regarding the special separation package. He
clarified that this will be voluntary and compliant
with DOLE and the law.

e Regarding the slaughterhouse, it is not a
commitment but later programmed as part of the
SDMP as per consultation with the Barangay
Council. The barangay LGU is in charge of the
identification of the lot and construction of the
project. He sought help from the Barangay Chairman
and suggested to form a partnership in dealing with
social issues for faster implementation of the SDMP
programs.

e Requested clarification on the inconsistencies over the
ECC area observed in the EPRMP and Project Description
for Scoping.

e Commented that Capisaan and Alimit will be affected by
the continuous dewatering in the underground.

e Commented on the social stability regarding the issues
and concerns on the commitments of the company to
the community.

e Inquired on where is the second public scoping
documentation?

Engr. Edgardo Sabado,
Provincial Planning and Development Officer of

Engr. Jason Magdaong of OGPI:

He clarified that the development area is 975
hectares under the FTAA area which is now 10,800
hectares. The FTAA grants the company the
authority to explore, utilize and develop. The project
site is still within the FTAA. And on the new project
configuration, it so happened that in earlier
documents of ECC, the boundaries of the project is
not shown but only the center boundary and it is
fine as long as the mining operation stays within the
975 hectares. This ECC amendment would finally
correct and specify the coverage of the project.

Clarified that the project will not directly affect the
community water supply as the primary source of
the community is surface water which is still in
abundance based on the study. In the future where
water supply is affected, this will be addressed by
the on-going construction of Level 3 water supply
system project worth about 34 million pesos that
will supply water to every households.

On water classification, inquired why is it that the
Dinauyan River is Class B, Camgat-Surong is Class C, but
downstream it was Class D?

Inquired on the risk assessment from underground
water oxidation and its impacts.

Inquired why planted trees in compliance with the tree
cutting permit are located in alienable and disposable
land and not in forest land.

Commented that one of the effects of the project is in-
migration which impacts the loss of vegetation. The
governor is proposing for a study on vegetation
especially on its impacts to erosion in Addalam River.

Commented that the life of mine may be extended due
to change in throughput in the ECC amendment. He
stated that the benefits the company provide to the
community will also be extended due to longer mine life.

Clarified that in 2002, Didipio River was classified as
Class D by the DENR, and the company has no right
to make a reclassification. If there are objections
regarding this classification, a letter may be
formalized and submitted to EMB. Only the EMB can
resolve this issue. As for the other rivers, they were
only classified in 2018 by the DENR.

Explained that the risk assessment from
underground water oxidation is not included in the
study. If they so desire, it can be an additional study.
However, it was not mentioned in the study that
there is a threat to Capisaan but an abundance of
water supply in Didipio.

Explained that the tree plantation in the area was
approved by the DENR.

Clarified that the social issues such as in-migration is
not only the responsibility of the company but also
the LGU’s. The company is only to help the LGU
through SDMP which is a public fund intended to
address the social issues and basic social services in
the community.

The profitability of the project is being studied by
the company and reviewed by the DENR. Those who
do not agree that the project will not bring
additional benefits to the community, they are
welcome to present their arguments to the DENR to
resolve the issue.

Clarified that he is concerned on the water supply in
Alimit and Capisaan where water is sourced from. Also,
there is no study that discusses the limit of the
underground dewatering that may potentially affect
both barangays. Also inquired on the protection of
riparian of Didipio and Dinaoyan Rivers.

e The participant may raise his issue by submitting a
position paper directly to the DENR.

Eng. Joel Polintan of DENR-EMB:

e Responded that the concern raised is noted by the
EIARC member present during the hearing and will
be a basis for the requirements to be submitted by
OGPI.

Commented in behalf of the union that there will be no
additional employment despite the increase in
production rate.

Commented that if the throughput will increase and they
implemented the early retirement, the present workers
in the underground, production site, and processing
plant will suffer.

Engr. Jason Magdaong of OGPI:

o (Clarified that there will be both increase in
production area and mine life. This is due to the
discovery of additional ore. He assured the
participant that OGPI will not implement any policy
that could violate the labor force which will also be
monitored by the union.

Inquired if OGPI acquired any certification from the
Department of Health on safety and health of the public.

Inquiry if Didipio’s operation is based on Australian
Standard.

e (Clarified that there is no problem regarding
contaminants in rocks, and based on the laboratory
analysis, Didipio mine is one of the cleanest tailings
in the Philippines. He further explained that a third
party company conducts health impact assessment
every 2 years and the report will be submitted to
DOH. He also clarified that the certificate from DOH
is not part of the requirements of the Government.
But if the government should require it, then the
company will comply.

Alfred Del Rosario of OGPI: Dun sa commitment na sinabi ni kapitan kanina, nabanggit nya yung sa
commitment ng slaughter house, hindi po kasama yung slaughter house na commitment but ito po ay
prinogram as part of this SDMP program which is yung pag implement po ano, sa consultation sa
barangay council, kung pano po i-allocate yung pondo, yung status po hindi ko pa masyadong alam
pero pag naidentify po ng lupa ay nakatoka na sa barangay, yung pag build ng slaughter house ay
nakatoka po sa inyo but | think ngayon po yung, kung naidentify po natin ayaw po siguro ng may ari
na patayuan kaya hindi pa po natatapos yung program na yan so | think yung mga social issues sana
po ay magtulungan po tayo kapitan na masolve din po yung mga social issue na yan kasi po kami sa
comrel gustong gusto po naming matapos lahat ng naidentify na program, kasi ito po ay napaka-
importante sa ating constituents dito sa kasibu pati po sa mga ibang barangay ganon din po the same
message din po, dapat po yung mga social issues na prinogram nyo sa SDMP program nyo po tulungan
nyo din po kami kasi pakiramdam namin kami po yung laging humaharap pagdating sa social issue,so
sana po maging partnership po ito ng ating government unit and as well as ang OceanaGold, kasi
nabanggit po kanina dito sa presentation na si OceanaGold ay isang kontraktor lamang ng government
na tumutulong sa inyo, so ang SDMP program po ay hindi po halos lahat ito po yung kapalit ng
resources na kinukuha, sana hindi po ganon, mag isip po tayo ng through community development,
so yung iba po na ayaw magpakalsada sa malalayong lugar dahil ayaw pong pagminahan kayo, loses
nyo na po iyon dabhil sa social issue, dahil gusto naming mag build ng road network sa inyong lugar
dahil alam namin na ito ay makakabuti para sa ating lahat.

Edgardo Sabado (Provincial Planning and Development Officer of Nueva Vizcaya): So | was sent by
the governor to present issues and concerns pertaining the increase of throughput. So una, there are
two modifications, kasi we have to download dyay EPRMP and the PD, the scoping. There are two
modifications, una increase in throughput from 3.5 to 4.3 Mt per annum, second modification is the
partial decreation of mine feasibility area of bounderies. There are only 4 monuments of the first
PDMF in the 2012 EIS and the EPRMP, now there are more than 4 boundaries of the pdmfa, why are
you submitting during this time? Meaning it was approved by the MGB 2016 the amendment of the
pdmfa but equals to 975 hectares, so why adjust and now apply yung ECC? So that’s one issue, because
this is included in your modification, there are two.

Then perception survey, perception survey in DAO 2017-50, ti nakakabil dyay, baseline knowledge
about the project of the people, ti perception survey, so anna ti panaka ammo yu ti project, ti nakakabil
dyay baseline knowledge of socio economic profile. And of course to asses the project adda ti
summary nga nakitak idyay, positive ken negative, and concerns about the environmental impact
project, nakitak idyay. Yung baseline knowledge about the project in perception survey, pannaka
ammo yu about the project, ta ki kunna ti baseline tatta, ta ti tungtungan (indistinct 2:48:53) that is
they can provide information ti pannaka ammo yu about the project.

Then CADT application, nabasak idyay iti document, so our Bugkalot friends in Nagtipunan applied for
a CADT in this area, then | don’t know its status but our friends from Quirino has to determine whether
itis part of the book of the native lands, so if its part of the book of the native lands you have to gather
a FPIC (free-prior informed conscent) (indistinct 2:52:47)

Now in terms of DAO 30, may provision kasi duon no, interms of compatibility of classifications of
ECA, dalawa lang yung question ko dun, areas that are officially occupied by Indigenous communities,



not applicable, how come, dahil wala, at the moment ancestral domain title, they have applied!
Second of course, in-terms of aquifer (indistinct 2:53:33) meaning isa lang, dito sa watershed, ditay
upstream of Addalam River (indistinct 2:53:46)

Tagalog translation: Then CADT application, nabasa ko sa dokumento na ang mga kaibigan natin na
Bugkalot sa Nagtipunan ay nag-apply ng CADT para sa area dito.

Of course | would request because we have a letter, the first public
scoping idi nagsurat kami kini EMB pertaining to that first public scoping and of course, they responded
April 8, they will require the proponent/company to comply with the DAO 2017-15 so we’re looking
for the attachment in your document the second public scoping where you conduct focus group
discussion and all process that was a part, | was not able to attend April 6, what was included in the
public scoping, in your document na pinakita sa website is only the first, yung una nyo na document
na sinubmit, but how about the second public scoping, where it is? Kaya nga nagtatanong ako sinasabi
ni kapitan or yung others na expansion to, (indistinct 2:54:43) so hindi ko maintindihan. That’s why
I’'m looking for that April 6, 2018, kasi we are requesting as part of the complaint.

Then river classification, they use the DAO 90-34, but there’s a DAO 2016-08 signed by Secretary Gina
Lopez, however (indistinct 2:55:16) ang dinauyan river is class B, ang Camgat-Surong is class C, how
come class D sa baba, pag-naan ti barko, adda barko dita, common sense.

And another that was raised by our OIC RD Doctor, yung risk assessment from underground water,
yung oxidation kung ano ba yung impact nya.

And compliance of tree cutting permit it was indicated in the last report of CMVR of the MMT, but
previously it was a legal issue by CENRO Claire of Cabarrouguis-Nagtipunan that the areas that are
planted for the tree cutting permit about 40 ha are alienable and disposable land not in forest land, ti
nagputdan da dyay kayew, idyay forest land but they planted in almost 40 hectares idyay kwa, and of
course they have to address that. At the same time maybe, so kailangan maaddressan yung issue, of
course they have violation of that submersion of trees), it was an issue until now ganon parin although
they were given special cutting permit na for that purpose pero pwede sana wag nang i-expand yun
habang tumataas yung tailings storage facility natin sana malilimitahan na yung submersion.

In terms of secondary impact, kasi ang direct impact na sinabi kanina dun sa documents direct is the
in-migration, parang from 1,000 to 1,500 so you have problems on addressing social services, diba?
And of course it’s a perennial issue of Governor Cua, second impact of in-migration, the loss of
vegetation, he is proposing the MRFC to have a study on migration kasi ang problema na ngayon ay
yung erosion sa Addalam river. Then of course some clarifications in (indistinct 2:58:29) once denied
yung renewal then ECC will die? Yung application kc yung FTAA buhay eh.

Then life of mine, yung 3.5 million tons per annum vs the 4.3 million tons per annum it was mentioned
a while ago the life of mine is 2032 (indisctinct 2:58:53). Stockpile plus deposit divided by 3.5 and
divided by 4.3 anya ti at-atiddug? 3.5, so it might say aabutin ng 2035 or 2036, dipende ti kwada.

In social, on responsible mining, one of the aspect of responsible mining, if you can extend the benefits
to the community, that’s one of the principle of responsible mining. If you extend the benefit from
2032 to 2035 a 3.5 million tons per annum then whole benefits to the community, of course,
operations, expense, tataas pa yun kasi extended eh, yung SDMP will stay longer. And of course
distribute concern, polarization of the community, continuous, adda ti agreklamo ti purok, adda ti anti,
even in the family, baka adda pay agsisinan. So for me it’s the impact from the proponent study, it’s
not only the impact, the long term impact din. So yun lang

Jason Magdaong of OGPI: Medyo mahaba po yun sir ed ano, so isa-isahin po natin. On the issue on
the ECC area, first and foremost yung ating development area is 975 hectares napapaloob sya under
the FTAA area, which is now nasa 10,800 hectares, ano po yung sinasabi ng FTAA, ang FTAA gives the
company the authority to explore, utilize and develop, so dun saissue ni sir ed dun sa shape ng FTAA,
yung project site is still within the FTAA, ngayon yung sinasabi niya na nagbago yung itsura it so
happen na on the earlier documents ng ating ECC ang nilagay duon na description ng project ay walang
boundaries, it is only a center boundary located at one coverage na naka-centro lang, walang specific
na shape na binanggit doon. It is also normal na sa isang mining operation na nag aadjust yung shape
niya as long as hindi tayo lumalabas dun sa 975 hectares wala pong problema dun, ngayon that is one
way din para ma-finally correct o ma-specify yung coverage kasama siya sa ECC amendment para
documented na, ito na talaga yung boundaries natin, previously po wala pong boundaries talaga na
nakalagay sa document.

So on the issue po dun sa water kasama po actually si sir ed sa mga meeting ng MRFC and nandun din
po ako nung dinidiscuss ito, i think hindi nabanggit ni sir ed na yung direction ng tubig dito sa barangay
ay dalawa, nahahati po yung direction ng tubig ng ilog, yung nasa left side ng ilog ay may sarili syang
upstream going down, yung side ng community may sarili syang upstream, so ang sinasabi po duon
hindi po directly affected ng project yung community water supply kaya lumabas din po nuon na as
far as the water source of the community ang pag uusapan ang primary source po natin ng water
supply is the surface water kung saan nakita po dun sa study there is an abundance, there is no issue
on water supply, but nonetheless kung meron po tayong problema duon sa water supply in the future
ito po ay ina-address na ng ating on-going construction ng ating water supply system project which is
a level 3 water supply system amounting about 34 million pesos, and to highlight din po ano, kung
bakit di pa po natatapos, nadelay po dyan is on the location kung san kukunin yung source kung saan
po hindi agad napag-decide-an, plus as an additional info, kung naghigpit po yung company dun sa
project ang nasa agreement lang po is only 15million, so inimprove pa natin po yung project na yan na
water supply system to 34 million to ensure na yung project po natin dito ay magbibigay din at
makakatulong din, yung 15 million level 1 water supply system lang yun, for every purok lang po yun,
pero kung level 3 daretso po yan sa mga bahay bahay.

On the risk na namention ni kompanyero Edgar Sabado by the way I’'m also an environmental planner,
yung pag conduct po ng study this was approved by the MRFC with the concurrence of Representative
Edgar Sabado and yung scope po ng study na yan kasama po dun sa review process and yung pag
present ng result na yan ay kasama din po siya, so for some reason po hindi po naisama yung scope
na ito na gustong pag aralan ni Engr. Sabado but if he wants to consult itong additional study hindi
naman po ipinagbabawal yan pwede naman po uliti-raise sa MRFC and let the MRFC decide kung may
merit pong gawin pa yung study, kasi sa ngayon po wala pong na me-mentioned sa report na may
threat sa capisaan, kasi base po sa study sobra sobra po ang water supply dito sa didipio.

On the tree plantation, tree cutting permit, medyo po masaklap ang nangyari dito dahil on the side of
the company, kasi ang company ang gumastos para idevelop yung area nitong ating plantation and
we won’t believe na tama yung location na tinataniman namin dahil kasama sa pumirma ng mga



kontrata na dun itanim ang mga puno na yung ating DENR mismo, kasama po si DENR inapproved po
nila yun na tree plantation, kaya po medyo nagtataka po kami bakit nagkaroon pa ng problema eh
kasama naman po sila in making the decision, sana po at the early stage hindi na po yun ganon.

On the in-migration issue po isa ito sa nangyayaring dahilan kapag nakikitang may benefits sa isang
lugar dinadayo, pumupunta dun ang mga tao, eh kung delikado po ang didipio siguro po baliktad, lahat
ay mawala dito. Ang issue po ng in-migration ay hindi lang po responsibilidad na solusyonan ng
kumpanya, alalahanin po natin na ang provision of social services ay pag resolve ng social issues,
pagresolve ng common and basic social issues ay nasa responsibilidad parin po ng LGU and it will never
be turn over to a private company, hindi po yan nawawala sa LGU, ang role po ng ating private
companies is to assist ang LGU kaya po tayo merong SDMP. Yung atin pong SDMP is a public fund yan
that is intended to address social issues and basic social services issues sa community in addition dun
po sa nakuhang IRA ng ating barangay from the taxes, yung additional po dyan na project that is
considered as non-mandatory or that is already a corporate social responsibility but dun palang po sa
IRA, dito binabudget itong pera na ito to address social issues kasama po dyan ang in-migration and
ang SDMP also helps to resolve this issue. Yung profitability po ng 3.5 ito po ay pinag aaralan po ng
mga inhinyero at nirereview din po ito ng ating DENR, syempre po sa position po namin na nagpe-
present sa inyo, sinasabi po namin sa inyo based on our knowledge makakatulong po ito, kung meron
pong different opinyon po si Engr. Sabado kung bakit niya po nasabi na hindi po makakatulong
maganda po nya itong ipresent o i-submit sa DENR kasi baka po hindi lang po kami magkakasundo
kung paano po namin iaappreciate yung information na nakikita nya and the best person na mag-
mediate para solve ang ating issue is yung DENR para po may resolution.

On the issue on the classification, 2002 yung didipio river was classified as Class D, ang nagclasify po
dito is DENR, so sumusunod lang din po kami kung ano yung classification ng DENR, wala pong right
ang kumpanya to make a classification kung meron pong position na naiiba, kung hindi po sumasang-
ayon dito sa classification pwede po itong iformalize ng sulat, iparating natin sa EMB, EMB lang po ang
pwedeng magresolve nyan pero ang gusto ko lang pong ihighlight duon, ang nangyari pa po pala dito
yung didipio mine classification, yung Camgat-Surong at Dinaoyan wala pa pong klarong classification
yan, yung ginawang 2009 classification hindi na classify, for what reason hindi po namin alam, wala po
silang declaration, so nung 2018 nagkaroon po ng programa ang DENR MGB to reclassify those rivers
na wala pang classification so for the first time pinag aralan yung water quality ng Dinaoyan tsaka
Camgat-Surong yun yung naging basis for the classification and again po it’s the DENR who made that
decision, kung meron pong conflict sa interpretation nyan, ang makakasagot lang po dyan is also the
DENR pero ang pinakita po namin from the part of the company side and operation yung ating river
na malapit immediate duon sa discharge point ng ating project was classified as Class B, sya yung
pinakamaganda, dinaig pa nya yung classification outside the project site which is the Camgat-Surong,
mas maganda pa sya sa Camgat-Surong, mas maganda pa sya sa didipio river, so yun po ang pinapakita
po duon malinis po yung operation natin, actually may dis-advantage din po yun na naging Class B
yung aming operation kasi ang ibig sabihin po duon mas mahigpit ang requirement ng Class B, yung
standard nya mas mababa na kailangan namin i-comply, and wala po kaming problema sa pag comply
and we are willing to comply with the standard, and to the re-classification we will wait po for the
DENR to resolve this hindi pa natin mareresolve yan.

Facilitator: Anyway sir na mention na po namin na we can submit your position paper po sa DENR and
sa EMB, actually maganda po yung mga tanong nyo sir

Edgardo Sabado: Ang hindi ko ini-issue yung pagkawala ng tubig dito, I'm talking to the other side, ito
kasi Biak Shear, kaya hindi ko nire-raise yung concern na loss of water dito kasi meron na yung on-
going project, that’s one migitating measure pero yung banda ruon sa alimit and capisaan because the



other side of Biak Shear this is where dun naggagaling yung tubig that affects during the underground
dewatering yun lang ang issue na nire-raise ko dun, so it might impact barangay capisaan and alimit,
at wala pang study na sinasabi, saan ba ang limit ng underground na yan na once na as you get deeper
at nag de-dewater, saan ba ang limit nyan, so baka ma affect nyan ay some of our space sa alimit and
source of irrigation in capisaan will be affected, yan lang yung issue na nire-raise dyan. Yung isa pang
issue dito ay yung riparian protection kasi may riparian yung didipio river and dinaoyan river so I'm
looking where is the riparian of Dinaoyan River where it crosses inside the company, so kasama rin ba
yun sa under the law na natural bodies of water na dumadaan is separate riparian, is registered, so
yun siguro ay the didipio river, so saan ang riparian protection dun?

Joel Polintan of DENR-EMB: Maganda po yung question, at least nandito po si Doc Tess Perez, sya po
yung expert sa terrestrial at makikita rin po kung ano po yung magiging dokumento na kailangan i-
submit ni oceanagold regarding po sa riparian, so yun lang po.

Jariel Sarac: Ti ireprepresentak mostly ti union anya, ngim awan nakun ti union actually, ngem as
kunada sika man ti agsao ta baring agsasaruno dyay imbagam, about employment mostly ngem itackle

Umpisahan natin sa history kung bakit ayaw ng mga empleyado na Union members na madagdagan
ng 0.8MTPA. Dahil sabi ni sir jayson ay walang epekto sa empleyado kung mameet yung throughput.
Pero nung nagtatrabaho pa lang ako sa oceana, by mid of October halos na meet na yung 3.5 Mt, kaya



yon yung sinasabi kanina na ano ang magiging trabaho na ng mga empleyado? Kaya malulugi ang
kumpanya, bakit, hindi naman nila sinasabi kung kumita sila, yan ang totoo, sinasabi lang kung
nalulugi, ganun talaga, kahit naman siguro yung tindahan mo kung meron kang tindahan. In 2013 and
2014, nasa libro nila na 365 ton per hour ang maximum, dahil sa mga “magagaling” na bisor, kinaya
nilang pataasin, nagpasikatan sila, hanggang sa pinag-aralan na kaya naman, kaya nagrevise sila ng
ibang parte ng planta para kayanin nya kaya kumikita sila. Nakikita natin yung mga nakatambak na
gigilingin nila, hindi yun tatagal, lalo na pag bibilisan nila ang paggiling, kaya kawawa ang empleyado,
ang community, at ang mga nagrereceive ng SDMP. Kaya nasa atin kung ia-approved natin itong
expansion ng throughput, ang majority ay, gusto ba natin o hindi?

Residents of the affected communities: HAAN! (Hindi)

Jariel Sarac: Talaga nga haan da kayat. So kasdyay tanu ma-explain tayo nga husto ta anya ba dyay
throughput anya ba dyay million metric ton, madi tayo maaw-awatan nga talaga, so iti parte mi ti
community, dyay imbaga ni sir jayson tattay nga awan mit ti kwana na, nu kunana kuma nga itriple mi
iti SDMP nga iyawat da ti barangay Didipio ken adjacent barangay baka siguro kuna tayo, ay wennn,
kuna tayo siguro anya, iti empleyado me itriple mi iti sweldo yu, siguro kuna tayo, sigeee, ngem awan
met iti pakinabang, haan met nga clear, tattao ti empleyado awan met ti naibaga idyay, kunada nga
haan tayo marigatan kunak haan nga mabalin nga marigatan ta marikna mi, sika man, dati dyay lugan
mu ket 10 ton,tatta ket syempre ket kuna ti kumpanya ket nayunan yu ta ti parte tayo ti makatawen
ket kastuy, di sobra-sobraan, kargaan tayo ti sidings iti maysa dippa pay nga kayo ta makwa na dyay,
anya ti makuna idyay, di mabiit nga bumigay ti lugan mu kailangan ti ad-addu nga tao, so
kasdyay.Tagalog translation: Talagang ayaw nila. So ganun pra maintindihan natin ng husto kung ano
ba yung throughput, ano ba ung metric ton, hindi talaga natin maintindihan. So ang part namin sa
community yung sinasabi ni sir Jason kanina na walang epekto sa empleyado, buti sana kung sinasabi
nyang titriplehin namin ang SDMP at ang sahod ng mga empleyado, baka sabihin naming sige. Pero
wala namang pakinabang hindi naman clear.

Maysa pay dyay imbaga ni kapitan tattay nagbawas kanu kadagiti tao gapu ta 50 yrs old da,
nadredundant da, san tu agnayun da pay iti throughput, di mas marigatan dagidyay empleyado nga
madama nga agtab-trabaho, ammu yu ti marigriggatan dyay production site, underground ken
processing plant, dagita ag op-opisina bastit lang ti impact na kadagita, isu makita yu tatta idyay
underground assinu ba ti nalukmig nga agtab-trabaho dyay underground, awan siguro ti turog turog,
awan ti maturog idyay ta, iti kumpanya nga kastoy lalo ti mining industry, adyay oras ti suksukatin da,
adda pay idi naminsan, istoryak kada tayo tanu adda ti ammo tayo nga bassit nga pagpanpanunutan,
baka manayunan pay daytoy nga question anya, idi 2012 maysa nga empleyado, diba alas dose
syempre haan nga mabayadan didyay, ala una san tu agresume dyay trabaho na, idi nakita dyay puraw
ti kunana ni apay madim insagana dagidyay gamit ket ammom kadi nga ti lugi tayo ti maysa oras kit
28, 000, madik ammu dyay nu dollar wenno peso, haan na pay nga i-declare iti commercial operation,
idi paylang time didyay nga igil-giling da digidyay lowgrade.

Tagalog translation: Isa pa sa sinabi ni kapitan ang early retirement ng mga workers from 50 and
above, tapos magdadagdag pa sila ng throughput, so mas mahihirapan ang mga kasalukuyang
emplyedo, lalo na sa production site, underground at processing plant. Ang mga nasa opisina ay hindi
naman gaanong apektado. So makita ninyo ngayon, sa underground, sino ba ang tumataba na
nagtratrabaho sa UG, wala siguro ang tutulog-tulog dahil sa ang ganitong klase ng kumpanya ay oras
ang sinusukat nila. May isa pang nangyari noon, ikwento ko para maintindihan natin kahit konti at
pagmumuni-munihan. Noong 2012, meron isang empleyado, di ba, alas dose, syempre hindi
nababayaran yun, ala una bago magresume ang trabaho, nung nakita ng isang puti (expat) ang sabi,



“bakit hindi inihanda yung mga gamit, hindi mo ba alam ang lugi natin sa isang oras ay 28,0007 Hindi
nila na-declare na commercial operation, noon pang ang ginigiling nila ay mga low grade.

So tatta idiscuss ko namen nga kuna da nga dyay ibagbaga ni sir tattay nga about highgrade ken
lowgrade, da dyay highgrade mostly ket underground nu kuna tayo nga haan da igiling dagidyay ta
underground ngarud ti mangi produce, haan na nga kaya, ta ti kargain ti maysa nga lugan idyay
underground ket 60 ton isu nga isuna ket 45 mins, ti kailangan na nga gilingin ti maysa nga minuto
dyay planta, ket 9 ton di 6 mins lang didyay, isu nga iex-explain ko daytoy tanu atleast dagiti adjacent
barangay ken dagidyay haan pay ammu nu kasanu dyay taray ti planta ken taray ti oceana ket
maawatan tayo ta ammuk nga haan tayo nga., technical gamin daytoy, isu nga dyay ti gapo na nu apay
nga iti empleyado kaadwan na madi da kayat nga maawanan da iti trabaho nga nasapa, dagiti adjacent
barangays ken didipio, kasibu, quirino, duwwa nga probinsya, maawan da mit iti dagidyay benefits,
dagita ti kinapudwan na, isu nga daydyay impaliwanag ko tanu ma-clear-an tayo amin, pero sir siguro
lalong lalo na sa oceana, hindi sana dahil sa pagsasalita ko dito sa harapan is magiging daan to para
ako ay inyong kagurgura manen, agsasao ak ditoy ti agppaysu ta experience ko innem nga tawin nak
nga nagtrabaho iti kumpanya, ob-obserbaik ti taray na, maysa pay isunga nga haan nga kayat ti union,
ammu yu daydyay negotiation naggapu idi october nai-hang, kunada malpas kano pay ti renewal sada
sumango, kunnak appay ngay di kasla awan lattan naabak tayo lattan kakabsat kunkunak, so kunak
agpatpatulungak kada kapitan, mapan kami kada mayor, idyay provincial, dandani kami nga dumanun
dyay ayan yu sir. So dagitoy ti maibagak sapay kuma ta, dadyay kuma ti kunak nga gurgurain dak gapo
nga kastoy ti naibagak so kasla pabor amin ti community, awan ti pabor ti imbagak ti kompanya anya,
dagiti pabor mit kanya da, nu panggep iti safety, they are very concern. High standard iti safety da,
bilibak iti safety standards da, dayta ti naad-adal ku kanya da, na-aply ko ti pamilyak, ti pappapanak
ken dyay panagatrabaho idyay oras, haan nga baybay-an ti oras, oras is oras, isu ti naadal ku kanya da,
dagidyay ti nasasayaat ngem siguro daytoy dyay imbagak isu kuma iti dapat nga gawin natin sir para
patas, yung mga adjacent brgy didipio, kasibu, quirino and yung mga taong kailangan nating um-oo sa
mga kagustuhan po natin, yun lang.

Tagalog translation: Ididiscuss ko ang lowgrade at highgrade, ang highgrade mostly sa underground.
Kung sasabihin nating hindi nila gigilingin ang mga lowgrade dahil underground ang magpoproduce,
hindi nya kaya, dahil ang kaya ng isang sasakyan sa underground ay 60 ton kaya 45 mins, ang
kailangan nyang gilingin sa isang minuto ay 9 ton, eh di 6 mins lang yun. Kaya ko ito ine-explain para
maintindihan, dahil technical ito, at ito ang dahilan kung bakit ang mga empleyado ay ayaw mawalan
agad ng trabaho ng maaga. Yung mga adjacent barangays ken Didipio, Kasibu, Quirino, yung
dalawang probinsya, mawawala yung mga benefits nila, yan ang totoo, kaya ko pinapaliwanag para
maintindihan natin. Pero sa Oceana, hindi sana dahil sa pagsasalita ko dito and magiging dahilan pra
magalit kayo sa akin. Sinasabi ko ang totoo dito dahil naexperience ko, anim na taon akong
nagtrabaho sa kumpanya at keen observer ako, inoobserbahan ko ang takbo niya. Isa pa kung bakit
ayaw ng union dahil yung negotiation nung October ay na-hang, sabi nila, matapos daw muna ang
renewal bago sila humarap, ang sabi ko parang tayo ang natalo. So nagpatulong ako kina kapitan,
pumunta din kami kay mayor, sa probinsya, muntik na rin kami makarating sa inyo sir. So ito ang
masasabi at sana yung sabi ko, huwag sana kayo magalit sa akin dahil puro pabor sa community. Ang
masasabi ko lang sa company ay high standard ang safety nila, bilib ako sa safety standards nila. Yun
ang kagandahan, pero yung mga sinabi ko ay yun sana ang dapat gawin para patas, yung mga
adjacent brgy didipio, kasibu, quirino and yung mga taong kailangan ng ating mganating um-oo sa
mga kagustuhan po natin, yun lang.



Jason Magdaong of OGPI: So yung unang trinanslate sakin, yung unang issue is pano mag-eextend
yung mine life na nag increase nga ng production rate tama po ba yun sir? Kanina po nabanggit ko na
kaya nga kaya natin mag increase ng production rate at the same time magextend ng mine life ay dahil
po meron po tayong encounter na additional na ore. Duon sa unang plano, itong mga bato na ito
naidentify ito as walang laman pero nung nag-ooperate na tayo nakita na po meron nang laman pero
mababa, hindi sya yung priority na ipapasok dun sa planta kasi pag puro mababa yung ipapasok mo
lugi, mas mahal pa yung pag paandar mo ng makinarya kaysa dun sa mga nakukuha na ginto at copper,
yun po yun, base po sa latest na pag aaral ng ating mga geologist nag dagdag po ang ating resources,
dumami po ang pwede natin gigilingin, kaya yung sina-sinasabi po namin na hanggang 2032 po tayo,
tsaka imaginin nyo po mas madali po samin ang magjustify sa inyo kung sasabihin namin siguro na
wala po tayong additional, hindi hahaba ng life of mine, siguro mas madali po ninyo kaming ma-accept
ano, pero kahit mahirap po ang mag-explain sinasabi po namin sa inyo kasi yun po yung nakikita sa
ground, meron po tayong additional na ore, dati hindi lang natin siya as waste, wala po siyang laman,
kaya yun po ang buod nyan bakit po natin kaya, takenote din po na 4.3 is the maximum, maattain lang
tong 4.3 pag malambot yung bato pero pag medyo matigas yung bato hindi po tayo mag 4.3 less than
po yan, nilagay po naming yung limit na 4.3 kasi ito yung pinaka maximum na possible na process natin
and para hindi na natin paulit ulit, pag ilagay natin 4.0, tapos meron opportunity for 4.2, 4.3, ay
dumating nanaman o sa target na 4.3. Kahit dun po sa dokumento natin hindi lahat ng taon 4.3, meron
po tayong taon na mababa talaga yung ating production, pero hindi po straight yung computation
nyan na 15 years divided by 4.3 hindi po ganon, mag iiba iba po.

So yung issue of the labor kung makakaapekto sa labor po natin first and foremost po hindi po tayo
gagawa ng anumang polisiya na magva-violate sa ating labor code and alam po natin nandyan po ang
ating mga kapatid sa union na nagpo-protekta at nagmamasid, yung mga kasamahan natin na nagta-
trabaho sa tingin ko po hindi po ito pababayaan kung meron man pong ginagawang hindi tama
(indistinct 3:36:12) ako po mismo mag-aadjust hindi po pwede yan, by law and by consent, bawal po
yan, hindi po pwede ang pang-aabuso. So saan nanggaling yung increase of production, yung increase
of production basically manggagaling lang duon sa continued operation for the last month of the year,
kasi ngayon po, for the past three years pagdating ng end of November either mag slow down tayo o
magstop tayo ng operation yun po yung nawawalang production yung December na hindi po nag
ooperate yung planta pag nag approved po yung ating ECC pwede na tayong mag operate ng hanggang
December yun po yung additional production, so pano tatrabahuin yung disyembre? kung paano nga
tayo magtrabaho simula January to November ganon din po ang gagawin natin walang mababago kasi
nag operate kalang ng December kesa naman po ngayon pagdating natin ng end of November alam
na natin na kailangan na mag shutdown so ano po ginagawa ng management for the past 3 years
hinahanapan po ng justification yan kung paano natin maretain yung ating mga empleyado na
nandyan pa sa planta kasi wala naman pong produksyon, so san po ginagamit yan, sa maintenance,
kahit anong activities pero kung anong meron sa planta, pagdating po ng December wala napo tayong
gaanong ginagawa, binanggit ko din po kanina na under the labor law inaalam po nila yung force leave,
pag wala naman pong gagawin ang empleyado, pwde pagbakasyunin nila, ayaw din po natin yun,
iniiwasan din po natin yan, but in a worst case scenario possible. Bottomline sir hindi po natin
pababayaan ang kapakanan ng empleyado, po-protektahan natin yan at the same way na
prinoprotektahan natin sila.

Facilitator: Maraming salamat po sir!

Vice Mayor of Kasibu: May question is simple,pero palagay ko mahirap kung sasagutin ng oceanagold,
may question is, yung kasing proposed amendment sa sinasabi ni jason | don’t know how safe to public
health, because today I'm sure that the new born baby in didipio will cause cancer because of the



pollution, actually I've gone to Marinduque and the Department of Health has nothing to do, because
cancerous people as the effect of mining, even the world health organization, wala silang nagawa
kundi they let the filipino people suffer the consequences. My question is did you get any certification
from Department of Health if your operation is safe from public health? Because | worry if it will lead
didipio to cancerous people, of course hindi sila masasaktan kasi malakas yung immune system pero
yung mga bata ang kawawa, did you report people? Yun ang kawawa. So napakaganda po nitong
sinasabi nyo na lahat ay tumaas, tumaas ang SDMP, tumaas ang government sharing at saka ano pa
ang tumaas? Ang problema ay hindi tumaas yung kalagayan ng taga didipio. My second question |
want the authorize representative of oceanagold to answer me before | proceed with my other
guestions, gusto kong malaman kung talagang, sinabi kasi nung representative nyo sa kasibu, it was
recorded that oceana gold, the standard of operation is Australian Standard, is that true?

Jason Magdaong of OGPI: Yes po vice mayor

Vice mayor: Now my questions, yung (indistinct) or salaries of the labor force, anong standard ang
ginagamit nyo?

Jason Magdaong of OGPI: Ang pagkakaalam ko po vice mayor is that compare to other regions and
provinces ang standard po ng didipio is much higher

Vice mayor: Assuming that is higher, but my question, is it within the standard of Australian
companies? As you have said you are sharing help/wealth in kasibu, you are sharing wealth in didipio,
what if you also share help well to the employees for within didipio?

Jason Magdaong of OGPI: In that matter, based on my personal knowledge na nakapunta na ako sa
ibang minahan na ino-operate ng mga Pilipino, | think didipio standard is pwede nang maconsider sa
pilipinas as australian standard in the Philippines.

Vice mayor: Assuming that, didipio is higher but then you did not answer my question, if it is a Filipino
standard or Australian standard? My next question is you have a policy of retiring employees at the
age of 507 Is that in favor of the company or that is beyond human consideration, pero I'd like to
inform you because you are new here in this company. In the very beginning of the operation of
oceanagold, yung mga liderato yun po ang mga naghihirap bago mag-open ang didipio mining, bakit
hindi nyo (indistinct 3:44:33) they are not given compensation, can you refer this to the management?
And that is, what management is that? You did not consider the hardwork, the salaries they have done
in favor of the company, or you are thinking the income of the company, because you know, what |
knew is siguro at the age of 50 medyo bumaba nagdedecline yung health yun yung mga nasa isip nyo
pero hindi nyo naisip yung sakripisyo nating nauna, ano ba masasabi nyo doon? (indistinct 3:45:24)
marami social problems

Yung isa pa, yung sinasabi ninyo na lahat ng, halimbawa yung creek, parang nawawala yung mukha ng
creek, | don’t know if that is a good standard or a violation of law, even the trees on the dam site
marami pong namamatay dun nakikita ko with my naked eye kaya dapat you have to report that in
the people, kung anong klaseng violation yan. Ang ganda po ng inyong apat na award nakita ko kanina,
pero sa community hindi lang award siguro bad standing, kasi ang akala ko ang inabot niyo sa didipio
is meron tayong peace, meron tayong hanap buhay, ang problema mas lalong may problema, so that
is (indistinct 3:46:48) one of the, yung cultural practice natin nawala na kasi yung dating
magkakaibigan, dating magkakapit bahay, magkakalaban laban kasi hindi nyo inaayos yung problem
kasi yung problema the company is taking advantage of the people, that is one thing you can’t solve
even though you have comrel pero hindi ko alam kung anong ginagawa ng comrel dapat kailangan



yung comrel may human consideration not always in favor of the company because you are here, the
company is not a resident of didipio, so yun lang po

Jason Magdaong of OGPI: Sagutin ko lang po yung dalawang punto kanina, yung submerged trees kasi
nakalimutan ko pong banggitin kanina, yung sa submerged trees kung bakit nasubmerged yan ng
husto, ang inanounce ko po kanina, yung atin po kasing tree cutting permit ay inabot po ng almost 3
years bago naissue, ganon po katagal kumuha ng permit, so hindi din tayo pwedeng pumutol ng puno
ng walang permit that is a ground for suspension of mining license, yung nangyari sa Palawan meron
na syang tree cutting permit hindi lang sya nag invite ng CENRO, sinuspend yung kanyang mining
operation, so ganon po kahigpit, nakatali po ang kamay natin dyan hindi po pwedeng pabayaan.

On the health concern ito po kasi yung typical na misconception na mga hindi sumasang-ayon sa mina
na gine-generalize yung ating mining industry, na kung ano yung nakita nilang hindi maganda sa isang
lugar ay pare-pareho na ang ibang minahan, hindi po yun ganon, yung case natin dito sa didipio iba po
doon sa sa marcopper, ang problema po sa marcopper is mercury, acid mine drainage, nagiging acidic
yung bato, meron heavy metals na lumalabas sa mga ilog sa tubig, dito sa didipio wala po tayong
ganong problema. We are blessed with clean ore na wala pong masasamang contaminants, yung
nakita sa mine pit ay clean ore, iilan lang po yan sa pilipinas na malinis ang bato, so hindi po tayo dapat
nasasakupan ng ganong perception na gine-generalize natin, kaya nga po kanina pinakita ko sa ating
tailing storage facility meron pong tilapia, and | think meron mga taga barangay din na namimingwit
dun at inuulam din po itong mga tilapia pero pinagbabawal po namin,kaya pinagbabawal po namin is
for safety reason kasi baka may mahulog, may mamatay, pero ganon po kalinis yung ating tailing
storage facility, ang ating laboratory analysis nagpapatunay po na sa buong pilipinas ang tailings ng
didipio isa sa pinakamalinis o kaya sya lang ang pinakamalinis na tailings dito na minahan sa pilipinas,
laboratory analysis po ang magpapatunay.

So yung isyu ng leachate, contamination sa water hindi po yan nangyayari, pero dun po sa pag-aaral
nila jess, nakikita po yan duon, nandyan yung ating MMT, kung meron pong ganon kalubhang
problema, member po ang ating barangay, member po ang ating munisipyo, nandun po yung
oportunidad na i-raise itong issue para rin po maaddress, sabi ko nga hindi po natin dapat hayaan ang
isang problema na tumagal kailangan din pong solusyunan, babanggitin ko na rin kasi mukha pong
marami na tayong problema mula sa social, ilan po ba dito ang officially transmitted sa DENR on
record? na-iraise po natin ito as an issue, para po matulungan po tayo ng government, ng ating DENR
MGB, kasi masyado nang matagal yan for some other reason bakit hindi nareresolve, maganda po
siguro ilagay po natin sa dokumento, as a citizen of the Filipino po, yan po ang ia-advice ko sa inyo,
ilagay nyo po sa dokumento kung ano man pong issue na meron po tayo, para nakalista na yan, kasi
marami yung ganitong akusasyon na lumabas din sa pahanon ni Gina Lopez audit, lumabas napo ito,
lahat po ng issue na nababanggit natin dito sa tingin ko po, walang naitago dyan, lahat po yan binigyan
ng attention ng mga auditors ni Gina Lopez, dun po sa summary ng report ni Gina Lopez, | don’t think
may nilalaman na mga comments on these issues na nababanggit po natin. Nonetheless po, sige wala
pong problema na magraise ng issue, idocument po namin para mas madaling maresolve.

Facilitator: Thank very much sir!

Vice mayor: The most important appeal that | want to convey especially to the management of
oceana, pwede ba ang oceanagold ay magpagawa ng certificate of, yung operation po ay safe sa public
health, yun po ang kailangan namin, para may responsible kung may mangyari dito sa Didipio.

Jason Magdaong of OGPI: In addition po doon sa health impact, meron po tayong ginagawa na health
impact assesment every 2 years, isa po itong third party independent na nagcoconduct po ng health



impact assessment and yung report po natin ay sina-submit po sa DOH, yung report po nila kasi
respondent lang din po kami, yung report po nila sina-submit po sa DENR, sa DOH, pwede pong
magandang basehan yun kung babasahin nyo yun para magkaroon po tayo ng basis kung meron ba
tayong dahilan para matakot o baka po naman wala. Yung report na po yun makikita po natin kung
ano yung kalagayan natin doon. Yung paghingi po kasi ng DOH certification hindi po ito naisasama
duon sa standard requirement ng gobyerno na kumuha po ng certificate, but kung ang atin pong
regulators ay gagawing mandatory yan wala po kaming magagawa, magco-comply at magco-comply
po kami as long as kung siguro, in our experience ang magiging challenge natin na nakikita ko is kung
willing ba si DOH na magsubmit tayo, its another story kasi hindi siya mandatory na requirement, but
kung ano po yung magiging desisyon ng ating regulators magco-comply po kami.

Jariel Sarac: So kanina follow—up lang about yung rate na sinasabi ni sir na mataas compared sa iba,
so of course, kapag titignan atin sir yung sinasabi ninyong mataas, pag na-meet mo yung overtime na
daily na 3 hrs babalik yan sa minimum, ito naman ay hindi patahian ng mining industry, gold and
copper ang pinag-uusapan natin dito, and then sa DiCorp sino ang nagsasabi na mataas ang sweldo sa
DiCorp? so yun din ang isang isipin natin kasama ang ibang contractors not only dicorp, delta, sgs and
securities, so hindi po natin sasabihin na mataas tayo magbigay, subukan natin tanggalin yung
overtime pay at tignan natin dun kung magkano talaga yung regular rate ng isang tao kapag 8 hrs yan
magtrabaho, bago natin sabihin yan. So linawan lang yun para mataas ang sweldo from 10,000 nuon
pag pasok mo sa oceana ngayon 17,500 that is including overtime, so kawawa ang union na naglaban
how about those who are in the contractors yun ang a big question to us, wag nating sabihin na mataas
si oceana na magbigay, kung bakit ko po binanggit ang mga contractors kasi kayo po yung nabibigyan
ng kontrata syempre pinirmahan ng dicorp, kung ano yung sa kontrata dun lang sila magbabase kung
ano yung ipapasweldo sa mga tao.

And then isa pa po, about sa water (indistinct 3:57:49) parang sa surong ang sinisisi natin, so alam po
natin, because of chemicals, nagiging malinis ang discharge ng oceana, simula’t sapol 1990’s isa po
akong mangingisda sa dingasan, nung pumunta ako sa dingasan ngayon, nuon madami pa syang isda,
ngayon they are now leaving their natural habitat, haan da nga kayat apo dyak dakkel nga karayan nu

Jason Magdaong of OGPI: Okay, yung sa flocculant, (indistinct 4:01:26) yung flocculant po sir, kahit
po sa drinking water treatment ginagamit po yan, kung pupunta po ng maynila, manila waters yung
kanilang manila water treatment plan ginagamit po yan, pipili nalang po ng klase ng flocculant na hindi



po sya hazardous, hindi po sya nakakasama, yun po ang ginagamit natin, hindi po nakakasama, normal
po yan yung flocculant.

Celia Bahag (Kagawad): Ako po ay kagawad, managing of environment so concern ako sa
environment, so napakinggan natin ang iba’t ibang sector at dinulog ang mga problema, ako naman
ang problema ko sir galing sa EMB at DENR na nagvavaliditate ng oceanagold kasi ang usapan natin ay
amendment ng ECC so concern ako dito, sa existing ECC ba ang oceanagold ba ay kino-comply lahat

Tapos base sa inyong report tungkol sa water quality ang suggestion ko lang dun, kasi water quality
lang tinitingnan ninyo kaya naman pala hindi maadre-address ang dinudumog namin na problema
yung mga makakaapekto ng groundwater na sila ang dahilan kung bakit dito sa purok boulevard ay
nawawalan nang mga source ng deep well, kung titignan natin yung mga deep well, wala na silang
mailalabas na tubig at may bahay pa na gumamit ng electrical na makina para iangat yung tubig pero

Alfred Del Rosario of OGPI: Good afternoon po kagawad Celia, maraming salamat po duon sa
feedback mo, kami po sa oceana yung mga ganong feedback po ay vina-value namin, importante din
samin to para as a company maa-address namin yung mga bagay bagay na maaring hindi mapansin ng
management ang mga ganito, kasi kayo po ay importante samin kasi kayo po ang magsasabi at
magbibigay ng feedback pano ba namin maiimprove yung aming operation. Dun po sa pagkawala ng
tubig ay nabanggit din po kanina na na-recognize po ng body na isa sa mga problema ay yung in-
migration, so dumami po yung tao dito and then yung source ng tubig dito sa community ay medyo
nagkaroon ng kakulangan, however itong mga councils natin in the past and itong kasalukuyan ay
continuous po ang communication para po maaddress yung issues, yung iba po naggawa po kami ng



blue tank jan, pinupuno po naming yan para po sa mga residente sa area and then yung pagbibigay
namin ng mga host para po makapunta po directly sa mga residence dun po para po makagamit ng
tubig, pero nung nag-iinspect po kami ng mga tubig, nakita po naming yung mga tubig na umaapaw
po at hindi po pinapatay so ang ibig pong sabihin nyan, konting disiplina po sa pag manage ng tubig
kasi alam natin na konting discharge pero yung blue tank jan hindi po nauubos kung namamage po
ng maayos na paggamit, wag po nating hayaan na nakaopen lang yung host nyo, patayin po para hindi
po sya nauubos yun lang po.

Jason Magdaong of OGPI: Yung sa underground po meron po tayong tinatawag na ventilation
engineers, ang focus po nila is pinag-aaralan po nila yung air quality for underground meron silang
mga instrumento na ginagamit, ang purpose po nyan ay siguraduhin na safe yung hangin na nasa loob
ng underground aside from that, meron po tayong programa na iniimplement ngayon yung tinatawag
naming WEM (Workplace Exposure Monitoring) tayo lang din po ang may ganyan na minahan dito sa
pilipinas, kung saan meron po kaming kinakabit na dust monitoring equipment sa kanila at habang
nagtatrabaho po sila meron po silang equipment, yung selected lang hindi lahat ano, at kung talaga
pong maalikabok yung workplace, isa lang po yan kung hindi po talaga kayang icontroll hindi po
pinapayagang magtrabaho dyan, kung tolerable naman po yung dust, mandatory po dyan ay kailangan

Julie Simungo (Didipio resident and chairman of SAPAKMI Organization): Napakinggan po natin ang
mga reports ng mga bisita natin dito lalong lalo na ang oceanagold at napakaganda, pero yung isang
na takenote ko dito maliban sa ibang nasabi ni kapitan at mga naunang speakers ay tungkol po ito sa
tinatawag nilang biodiversity o kaya yung mga species, kung halimbawa, kasi yun ay kailangan natin
sa ating kapaligiran, halimbawa na meron pa yung mga relocation nila, saan natin matatagpuan?

compensation na hinihingi ng grupo, so mas maiigi na may third party kumbaga hindi nya alam kung

Alfred Del Rosario of OGPI: Nung 2016 nasali po yung Bellet sa sharing, | don’t know kung paano
bumaba kasi ngayong 2019 tumaas, nagdagdag pa tayo ng additional sa mga barangays, nagdagdag
pa tayo ng additional 1.85 million yung share nila, and then sa barangay didipio mas tumaas kasi nga

so iclarify natin saan bumaba, pero ngayong taon tumaas

Analisa Catteg (Resident of Didipio): Maraming salamat po sating lahat. Bago po ako mag question ay
may gusto ako irelay sa ating lahat kasi importante po ito na malaman nating lahat, sa oceanagold, so
pro mining, sa anti mining and other government officials na nandito.

particularly a gold mine there is hardly a risk of acid mine drainage but when the time the mining ends
or stop the worst of pollution occurs, at ito po ay nakakalito kasi sa mga anti mining na gusto mapasara
ng mina kapag umistop dito po lilitaw ang hazardous na geochemical pollution and this is acid mine
drainage at sa pro mining naman na gustong ipagpatuloy ang mina sasabihin naman po ng mga anti
mining can you restore the mountains that the company damaged into its original structure?

Tagalog translation: Once in a while naging isang empleyado din ako ng oceana gold at hindi mahaba
ang aking sasabihin, sinabi kanina ng dating empleyado ng oceanagold na mataas ang safety standard
nila so wala akong maraming tanong about kung anong species ang nawala sa didipio o ano ang
nadagdag o ano sa tubig natin, kasi actually oceana gold, meron silang data na pinapakita na sila ang
may data at basis na may pollution, acid or what so ever, tayo sa government, barangay officials from
municipality, provincial, wala tayong data na pagbasehan kung si oceanagold ay bayulente, kung si
oceana gold ay bayulente, bakit wala silang kaso? Bakit hindi kinasuhan ng provincial, sa munisipyo
at barangay? So ang akin, dapat hindi tayo ma mislead. Dahil walang problema sa kumpanya kung
matutuloy itong 3.5 to 4.3 na ito, ang problema ay nasa atin, ang tagal nating umusad dahil sa isip
nating napakaliit, ang alam natin tama ang ginagawa natin pero hindi pala. What if direct to the point
ayusin nyo ang relasyon from barangay official, community at oceana gold kasi kung makikinig tayo
sa ibang communities, tayong mga taga didipio ang malulugi. What if sabihin mo na bayaran nyo ang
lupa ng tamang presyo oceana gold para walang issue sa amin, ibigay nyo yung tubig na kailangan
namin para mabuhay kami ng mapayapa, pero kung dadaan pa sa mga sinasabi nilang about sa
science wala tayong alam dyan, ang problema natin ay dito sa community. Maraming mga
departamento ang tutulong sa atin, pinapa ikot ikot lang tayo. Suggestion ko lang oceana gold, dapat
sana pag ang community ang may complaints please lang bigyan nyo naman sila ng respeto o chance.
Actually kung walang problema dito kahit itaas pa yan sa 10 Mtpa. In the first place na-endorse na
yang minahan na yan matagal na at bakit ngayon bumabalik nanaman tayo sa umpisa, nandyan na
ang oceana gold, million billion na ang perang nakukuha nila, tayo? Nandito lang tayo complain ng
complain, what if ayusin natin ang relasyon ng oceana gold, community at barangay officials dahil yun
ang magandang mangyari. At isa pa, para naman yumaman ang mga taga didipio, why not na yung
project ay direct sa didipio corporation yung mga local contractors, hindi yung galing sa ibang mga
communities ang mga contractors, sino ba ang nag-eendorse ng 4.3? Sila ba o kami dito? Nuong una
palang, walang dump truck ang oceana gold ang ginamit ay community, malaki ang kita ng
community nung naghati hati sa corporation, ngayon nung kumuha ang oceana ng contractor para
mag haul ng diesel at kahit ano pa, tinanggal na ang project ng didipio corporation. At nakikita kong
pinapasok narin ng pulitika ang oceana gold, bakit sila ba nag mag-eendorse sa inyo? What if direct
nyo lahat ang project ng community nandyan ang didipio corporation, may mga local contractors na
pwede sa ganyang project, ibigay nyo para yumaman sila.

At yung tungkol sa issue ng mga kapatid din naming about sa land issue bigyan nyo sila ng panahon.
Maniwala kayo, kung maayos ang relasyon kahit itaas pa yan ng 5 Mit walang issue, tapos ang usapan.
Kasi ako wala akong question sa safety o environment o what so ever kasi nakita ko na high standard



ang company, ang akin lang yung relasyon between tayo na nag-endorse ng minahan nuon pa man.
Ngayon ibalik natin yug dating relasyon para maayos ang lahat. At yun lang ang masasabi ko. Issues
lang ang nirereraise natin sa kanila ay kung paano nila ito mai-aaddress, hindi ko sinasabing kahit
yung mga illegal issues nila ay tanggapin nyo, NO! We should go legal, legal process. Yun lang po
maraming salamat!
